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ABSTRACT

This research deals wit all aspects of human interactions because Allah the

Glorious and Exalted commanded that people should be judged with justice as
contained in His statement: “And whenever you judge between people you should
judge with justice” (Surah Annisa’: 58 ) This justice cannot be achieved except by

execution of the judgement. Whosoever reads the Glorious Qur’an and the pure

and reflects carefully, will realize teachings of the Prophet Muhammad

that the religion of Islam has given much attention to societal reformation, the

establishment of justice among people and the prevention of injustice. The purpose of
this research is to explain the method of executing the judgment passed by judges in
relation to Hudud (fixed punishment carrying specific judgements in Sharia) in order
to realize the justice which was mentioned by Allah the Glorious and Exalted because
Islam has given this aspect full attention, to make people conscious of that fact, to take
heed from that, to avoid committing such crimes, and to achieve peace amongst them.

Allah the Glorious and Exalted said: “... and let a part of the believers witness their

punishment” (Surah Annur: 2). In addition, the Prophet Muhammad

executed these judgements which were passed by him or by his companions after the
ruling. This research will look at the issues in need of explanation concerning the
execution of judgements in Hudud which includes where and when the judgement
should be executed. How will it be when the judgement involves death penalty or
stoning or caning for example? How big should the cane be in the case of slander,
(consuming) intoxicant, and in the case fornication? Who should execute these
judgements when the judge has passed them? In addition to mentioning the wisdom
behind the execution of these punishments in Islamic law. Answers to these questions
will be based on the views of different scholars in addition to relating statements to its

original source so that all will benefit from the research with the permission of Allah.
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
